RANGE SETUP PROCEDURES

Before the match begins:

· Check with the Range Coordinator for your assigned shooting point.

· Pick up SR1 cards and one stapler.  SR1 cards must be filled out before leaving the range. 

· Move your equipment to the line.

· Move your target post to the 100 yard line.  You may post one target of your choice at this time.  Remember to mark your firing point number on your targets.

· Upon returning to your area, unhook the chain and set it to the side.

· Move the table and bench to one side.

· Unpack all your equipment.  No handling of ammo is permitted at this time.  Lock all actions open.  Put safety on and place the yellow safety flag in the open action.  Place your rifle in the rack.  If you do not have a safety flag, you can purchase one for $1.00 from the range coordinator.

When the match is over:

· When the “line is safe” command is made, you may go down range and take down your target.

· Clean up all brass and any trash from your area.

· Hook the safety chain back up.

· Put the table and bench back in the center of the booth.

· Store all gear.

· Turn in your completed SR1 cards.  Location is Bush Wildlife, Weldon Springs, MO.

· Turn in the club staplers.

· All targets should be scored and totaled by another shooter.  DO NOT SCORE YOUR OWN TARGETS.

· Report your scores to the Range Coordinator.

Positions:  You will have a 6 minute sight-in period.
Off Hand ( 3 minute prep period.  10 rounds fired, single load.  Time: 10 minutes.  Target: SR-1.

Rapid Fire Sitting ( 3 minute prep period.  Magazine change required - 2 & 8 rounds fired with service rifle (5 & 5 rounds with bolt gun).  Time: 60 seconds.  Target: SR-1.

Rapid Fire Prone ( 3 minute prep period.  Magazine change required - 2 & 8 rounds fired with service rifle (5 & 5 rounds with bolt gun).  Time: 70 seconds.  Target: SR-21.

Slow Fire Prone ( 3 minute prep period.  20 rounds fired, single load.  Time: 20 minutes.  Target: MR-31.

SIGHT IN PERIOD COMMANDS
· Shooters to the line.

· For the rapid fire events, we will have a designated magazine loading time at the end of the prep period before the “shooters rise” command.  

· In just a minute, we will begin a three minute prep period.  You will then have six minutes to sight in your rifle.

· Rounds are to be loaded singly.

· During the prep period, you may handle your firearm, but no handling of ammo is permitted.  (Set 3 minute timer).

· (Start timer)  The three minute prep period begins now.

· (Stop timer) The three minute prep period has ended.  Shooters to the line.

· (Set 6 minute timer)  We will now begin the six minute sight-in period.  With one round … LOAD

· Ready on the right … Ready on the left … All ready on the firing line …

· (Start timer) Commence FIRE

· CEASE FIRE … CEASE FIRE … (Stop timer)

· Clear and lock open the actions of your firearms … Bolts open, safeties on, place the open bolt indicators in your rifles.

· (Check line for compliance)

· The line is safe.  Shooters may proceed downrange to change targets.

· You will be hanging an SR-1 target.  Remember to mark your firing point number on your target.

· When you have returned from downrange, you may police your brass.  Do not handle your firearm at this time.

OFF HAND COMMANDS

· Shooters to the line.

· The first stage of fire will be ten rounds in ten minutes fired from the standing position.

· Rounds are to be loaded singly.

· Use of the sling is NOT permitted.  Slings must be slung tight or removed.

· We will have a three minute prep period.  During this time, you may handle your firearm, but no handling of ammo is permitted.  (Set 3 minute timer).

· (Start timer)  The three minute prep period begins now.

· (Stop timer) The three minute prep period has ended.  Shooters to the line.

· (Set 10 minute timer)  We will now fire ten rounds in ten minutes from the standing position.  With one round … LOAD

· Ready on the right … Ready on the left … All ready on the firing line …

· (Start timer) Commence FIRE

· CEASE FIRE … CEASE FIRE … (Stop timer)

· Clear and lock the actions of your firearms … Bolts open, safeties on, place the open bolt indicators in your rifles.

· (Check line for compliance)

STANDING TO SITTING COMMANDS (RAPID FIRE)

· Shooters to the line.

· The second stage of fire will be ten rounds in sixty seconds fired from the standing to sitting position with a mandatory reload.

· M1 Garand shooters will load two rounds and allow the bolt to close … keep the safety on.  All other shooters will leave the bolts open until given the command to fire.

· Use of the slings is permitted.

· If you experience a malfunction, leave your rifle in the failed condition.  You may call for an alibi.  I will verify your malfunction and you will be given the opportunity to fire your remaining rounds.

· We will have a three minute prep period.  During this time, you may handle your firearm, but no handling of ammo is permitted.  (Set 3 minute timer).

· (Start timer)  The three minute prep period begins now.

· (Stop timer) The three minute prep period has ended.  

· The range is hot.  Shooters may now handle ammunition and load their magazines.  <Give them a minute>

· Shooters rise.

· (Set 60 second timer)  We will now fire ten rounds in sixty seconds from the standing to sitting position.

· (Start timer) Commence FIRE

· Are there any alibis?

· Clear and lock the actions of your firearms … Bolts open, safeties on, place the open bolt indicators in your rifles.

· (Check line for compliance)

· The line is safe.  Shooters may proceed downrange to change targets.

· You will be hanging an SR-21 target.  Remember to mark your firing point number on your target.

· When you have returned from downrange, you may police your brass.  Do not handle your firearm at this time.

STANDING TO PRONE COMMANDS (RAPID FIRE)

· Shooters to the line.

· The third stage of fire will be ten rounds in seventy seconds fired from the standing to prone position with a mandatory reload.

· M1 Garand shooters will load two rounds and allow the bolt to close … keep the safety on.  All other shooters will leave the bolts open until given the command to fire.

· Use of the slings is permitted.

· If you experience a malfunction, leave your rifle in the failed condition.  You may call for an alibi.  I will verify your malfunction and you will be given the opportunity to fire your remaining rounds.

· We will have a three minute prep period.  During this time, you may handle your firearm, but no handling of ammo is permitted.  (Set 3 minute timer).

· Are there any alibis?

· Clear and lock the actions of your firearms … Bolts open, safeties on, place the open bolt indicators in your rifles.

· (Check line for compliance)

· The line is safe.  Shooters may proceed downrange to change targets.

· You will be hanging an MR-31 target.  Remember to mark your firing point number on your target.

· When you have returned from downrange, you may police your brass.  Do not handle your firearm at this time.

PRONE / SLOW FIRE

· Shooters to the line.

· The final stage of fire will be twenty rounds in twenty minutes fired from the prone position.

· Rounds are to be loaded singly.

· Use of the slings is permitted.

· We will havd a three minute prep period.  During this time, you may handle your firearm, but no handling of ammo is permitted.  (Set 3 minute timer).

· (Start timer)  The three minute prep period begins now.

· (Stop timer) The three minute prep period has ended.

· (Set 20 minute timer)  We will now fire twenty rounds in twenty minutes from the prone position.  With one round … LOAD

· Ready on the right … Ready on the left … All ready on the firing line …

· (Start timer) Commence FIRE

· CEASE FIRE … CEASE FIRE … (Stop timer)

· Clear and lock the actions of your firearms … Bolts open, safeties on, place the open bolt indicators in your rifles.

· (Check line for compliance)

· The line is safe.  Shooters may proceed downrange to retrieve targets.

· Please return your target stand to the 10 yard line.  

· Make sure the benches and tables have been put back in their original place and put the chain back up.

· Be sure to fill out your SR-1 cards and return the club staplers.

· Give your targets to another shooter for scoring.  When your targets have been totaled, please turn all scores in to the Range Coordinator.
